· Complete field assembly of new converters prior to turnaround.

· Demolition of the prior existing converters, ductwork, duct supports, associated structures, and insulation.

· Field erection of new converters, ductwork, and duct supports.

· Demolition of an existing super heater, piping, foundations, and insulation.

· Installation of a new super heater, piping, foundations, insulation, and support structure.

· Removal of existing cold heat exchanger and installation of new including insulation, grillage, and new foundation.
· Installation of a new economizer.

· Demolition of existing sulfur burner.
· Site fabrication and installation of a new sulfur burner.

· Comprehensive field turnaround services on an existing Prayon filter.

Over approximately 8 to 9 months, all these projects were executed in parallel – from shop fabrication to execution - at the respective jobs sites.  This was done with comprehensive planning and scheduling to coordinate all resources needed.  “Due to our expertise with chemical plant turnarounds, these projects were successes in our commitment to deliver the best total value for our customers,” said David Bailey, CMW’s Division Manager.
